Requested information concerning Case No. 85020 — Market 15/2004 — Access and
call origination on public mobile telephone networks in Norway

1. In relation to exclusivity of negotiation and delivery (Section 7.1.7.3 of the draft
remedies decision):

i.  Nkom allows Telenor to prohibit the access buyer from having a
simultaneous access agreement with another host operator only if the aim
of the simultaneous access agreements is to achieve better network
coverage (8197-198). In practice, how will Telenor be able to distinguish
better network coverage from other potential objectives of the access
buyer?

ii.  Similarly, how will Telenor be able to assess whether or not the access
buyer is providing coverage from Telenor’s mobile network and other host
network operators on the same SIM (§200)?

2. Please explain the meaning of paragraph 217 of the draft remedies decision. Does
Nkom mean that the access buyer will have to comply with minimum purchase
conditions? If so, and if the migration period is shorter than the period considered
in the minimum purchase conditions, will the access buyer still be obliged to
comply with these conditions?

3. Please provide the basis for your calculations in paragraph 499 of the draft
remedies decision regarding the likely decline in wholesale prices for national
roaming.
